O’Connor, Roman Catholic Bishop of the Diocese of Newark, the Very Reverend
John A. Sheppard, Vicar-General of said Diocese, and the Reverend Geysa Messer-
schmidt, now being the Pastor of the Roman Catholic Church now known as “‘St.
Stephen’s R. C. Magyar Church®, in the City of Passaic, County of Passaic and
State of New Jersey, have selected Louis Szojak and Martin Schvarcinger two lay
members of said Church, according to the provisions of the said Act, and for the
purpose of incorporation said Church, NOW THEREFORE, we the said John J. O’
Connor, Bishop as aforesaid, John A. Sheppard, Vicar-General, as aforesaid, Geysa
Messerschmidt, Pastor as aforesaid and Louis Szojak and Martin Schvarcinger, lay
members as aforesaid, do further in pursuance of the provisions of said Act, and for
the purpose aforesaid, hereby certify that the name by which we and our successors
shall be known and distinguished as a body corporate is “‘St. Stephen’s R. C. Ma-
gyar Church, Passaic, N. J.”

The location of the principal offices in this State is at No. 215 Third Street,
in the City of Passaic, in the County of Passaic and State of New Jersey; the name
of the agent therein and in charge thereof, upon whom process against this corpora-
tion may be served is Rev. Geysa Messerschmidt.

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A PASSAICI MAGYAR ISKOLA TORTENETE
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A mult évszédzad végén Amerika felé megindult kivandorlasba a magyarok is beleke-
rilltek, akik ha szegények is voltak, de legdragabb kincsként magukkal hoztak édes anya-
nyelviiket, Az uj kdrnyezetben, a mindennapos kemény munkabol hazatérve, jolesd feliidii-
lést nyujtott a csaladi, vagy barati kérben a magyar beszéd, amely a hazatlansaghan eny-
hiilést, vigasztalast nyujtott.

A bevandorlok gyermekei azonban ijeszt§ mértékben felejtették el anyanyelviiket. [on-
nek felismerése keltette fel a gondolatot, hogy valamit tenni kell az ifjusdggal, hogy a
a feledésbe mend anyanyelvet megmentsék. Passaicon, lelkes magyarok vallalkozasaval
1933-ban indult meg a magyar tanfolyam. Az oktatas eredményes volt, s a tanfolyamon sza-
mosan vettek részt. £ munka elismerése, amit itt most megorokitiink, hogy a Szent Istvan
Egyhazkozség ma is munkélkodé érdemes tagjai kozott, tébben akkor tanultak meg jol ma-
gyarul. Abban az idében valésult meg az iskola épiilet terve is. Az egyhazkdzségi tagok
gyermekei a rendes iskolai tanulmanyaikat itt kezdték mar meg. A magyar tanfolyamok
iigye a haboru alatt érthetSen hattérbe szorult.

A magyar iras-olvasds oktatdsdnak kérdése, a magyar iskola elsdrendii sziiksége az
1949-1951 években Amerikaba, igy Passaicra is érkez8 héboru-uténi, ugy nevezett D. P.
magyarok meggyokerezése utan jelentkezett.

T6bb nyari-iskolai felhivds utdn 1958-ban nyitotta meg Géaspér Janos plébanos a hét-
végi magyar iskolat Dr. Nagy Sandorné, s késébb Dr. Mikéfalvy Lajosné taniténdk segit-
ségével. A 24 gyermekkel induld, egész éven at tarté szombat déleldtti tanitds a Szent,
Név Tarsulat magyar tagozata segitségével mikodstt.

1961-ben Andreanszky Karoly vette at az iskola irdnyitdsat, bevezetve a négy éves,
négy osztalyos rendszert. A tanuldk szama 35-50 kozott mozgott; iskolaba szallitasuk
gondja a sziil6k vallara nehezedett.

Az 1956-0s szabadsagharc menekiiltjeinek érkezése és letelepedése uj kezdeménye-
zéshez adott erét. 1965-ben Dr. Pusztai Andras faradhatatlan szervez8 munkaja, iz2z6 ma-
gyar lelkiilete nagylétszamu Magyar Iskola Bizottsagot teremtett. O volt a mindennapos ma-
gyar tanitas apostola, amit vaskdvetkezetességgel meg is valésitott. A plébania, a szii-
I3k és lelkes magyarok jelentds aldozatvallalasaval indult igy meg a mindennapos magyar
tanitas tobb, mint 100 gyermek szamara. A rendes angolnyelvii iskola utan napi egy odra
oleli fel a magyar tananyagot dnkéntes tanulok szamdra, Az iras-olvasason kiviil a magyar
foldrajz, torténelem, irodalom, ének, nyelvtan tanitdsa most mar rendszeres tanrend sze-
rint tortént. Dr. Nyirjessy Sandor, Dr. Pusztai Andras, Jambor J6zsefné, Heidrich Jénos,
és Andreanszky Erzsébet vallaltak az oktatast.

Az uj iskola épiilet a magyar iskola szamara is nagy 6rom, de uj feladatot is jelent.
Ma az Iskola Bizottsagot Horvath Marton elndk vezeti, a tanitast Dr. Nagy Sandorné, Sar-
kozy Vilmosné, Jambor Jozsefné és Heidrich Janos végzik.

A passaici magyar iskola egyediilallé egész Amerikaban, hiszen a tobbi 16 mikodd
magyar iskola csak hétvégi alapon végzi a munkajat. Mindennapos magyar iskola a passa-
ici Szent Istvan egyhazkozségen kiviil sehol sincsen. Az anyagi és technikai nehézségek
sikeres lekiizdésével iskolank nagy jelentéségii, mert tipusa lehet a tobbi, sokkal tsbbma-
gyart szamlalo helységeknek is.

A Mindennapos Magyar Iskola Passaicon €18 val6séag! Beletartozik abba a magasszar-
nyaldsu gondolatba, amelyet Végvéri-Reményik Sandor halhatatlan verse igy orokit meg:

““Nagy magyar télben picike tiizek
A langotokban bizom.
Legyen bdr messze pusztdn rézseldng,
Vagy bolygéfény a siron,
Szent hdzi tiz, vagy bujdosé zsardtnok,
Boldog vagyok, ha magyar langot latok.’

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TEACHING IN HUNGARIAN
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It is common knowledge that the underlying strength of our America is based on the
tremendous richness of the cultures and the national spirits of immigrants from all over
the world. The “‘melting pot’” theory is correct in so far as it refers to the creative com-
munity life of these people who are solving common problems of the present, and who are
facing the common dangers of the future, and who yet proudly maintain the in-born values,
inherited cultures and qualities of their forefathers.

In this sense, the whole community of faithful of the Church of St. Stephen of Hungary
is fulfilling a solemn duty. The harmonious togetherness of four generations, the natural
mixture of tongues, and the adoption of the American way of life is perfectly blended with
the proud culture of the Magyars which goes back deeply into history. Our Masses recited
in Hungarian, the church-music, the celebrations of Hungary’s Independence Day on March
15, and the commemorations of the Revolution of 1956 on Oct 23, — and even the day to
day activities, such as social gatherings, picnics, and theater-groups which come from dis-
tant places, give the community the occasion to enjoy and develop Hungarian, or more pre-
cisely American-Hungarian culture.

To this end, classes in our school are prolonged for another hour daily for those who
want to learn to read and write in Hungarian, and learn about the culture of the nation who
gave LISZT, KODALY and BARTOK to the world. In our school close to 100 children are
learning Hungarian under volunteer lay teachers.

T'he History of St.Stephen’s Church

In 1952, at the time of its golden Jubilee, the St, Stephen Parish was “‘in the black”’,
so to speak. The building of, and payment for, the church, school and rectory had been
completed. The first generation which built the church complex had passed its prime and
the members of the new generation did not always keep the Hungarian language: the parish
became bi-lingual, but the parishioners lost none of their pride of origin.

Later groups of Hungarians, Displaced Persons by World War II, found a warm welcome
at St. Stephen’s, and before long constant cultural and social activities marked the scene.

After a fire burned the church’s interior in 1953, Masses were held in the school au-
ditorium for a year until completion of repairs.

The school progressed under the guidance of the Daughters of Divine Charity, a Hun-
garian order, and enrollment exceeded 300. Sister Dorothy, Sister Aurelia, Sister Louise,
who spent so many years among our youth will always be remembered.

In addition, the Parents’ Organization, which inaugurated various revenue gathering
functions (bazaars, picnics, cake sales, etc.) makes the upkeep of the school on its pre-
sent level possible,

The C.Y.O. movement received new life with the arrival of a new chaplain, Rev. Ro-
gers Hebert, an American of French origin. His 10 years of tireless work, his Talent
Shows and other activities endeared him to us all; in the end he even spoke Hungarian to
us from the pulpit,

Pastor John Gaspar gave renewed impetus to the clothes drives and sent thousands of
items to parishes in Hungary, just as he had the Holy Name Society meetings held in Hun-
garian, Today its officers, Francis Kaleta, Stephen Wachtler and the late Louis Kral, de-
voted themselves to seeing that the bi-lingual parish remained united in spirit.

The women of the Altar and Rosary societies cared for the church’s interior, using
money from food sales and picnics. The late,Mrs. Joseph Gunther, Mrs. Joseph Polonkay,
and Theresa Andrejko are among those women who played leading role in this service.

In 1956, the parish received more than 120 refugee families after the Revolution, an
event which newly stirred American-Hungarians and prompted them to new charity work.

A deep sorrow came in 1963 at the death of our beloved pastor John Gaspar, whose
unforgettable exhortations concerning the Hungarian School still ring in our ears: “For the
love of God, respect and love one another and your school...”’.

#*

As if answering to our prayers, in the summer of 1963 we received in the person of
Rev. Anthony Dunay an outstanding new pastor, who was the initiator of important new
developments in the history of our parish.

Since the city authorities condemned a part of the existing schoolbuilding for demoli-
tion, and classes could not be interrupted, they were temporarily transferred elsewhere,
pending the construction of a new wing with enlarged facilities, as was decided necessary
by a committee appointed by our new pastor. We initiated a school building drive paral-
leling a similar drive on the Archdiocese level, to raise § 120,000 through voluntary con-
tributions., However, the building and furnishing of the new school wing, coupled with the
necessary alterations of the old building raised the cost to $ 398,000.

We now have a new building with six modern classrooms — a school to which every
parent can gladly send his children.
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A Szt. Istvan Egyhaz Toérténete

1952-ben, az Stven éves jubileum idején a Szent Istvan egyhazkozség és népe, mint
mondjak “‘egyenesben’ volt. A templom, iskola, paplak felépitése és kifizetése is befeje-
z6dott,. A templomépitd elsd generacid tuljutott életkora delén, a fiatalok nem mindig vet-
ték at a magyar szot, kétnyelvii lett a Szent Istvan egyhéz, — de mindenki biiszke volt ma-
gyar szarmazadsara.

Az egyhaz nagy szeretettel fogadta a masodik vilaghaboru utéan csoportokban érkezd
uj, D.P. magyarokat. Hirtelen megteltek a templomi padok. Szinte mindennapi &sszejdve-
telek, kultureldadasok, szindarabok, gondosan rendezett iinnepélyek tették mozgalmassa
a templom korny ékét.

1953 nyaran tiz égette ki templomunk belsejét. Rovid ideig az iskolai Auditoriumban
voltak a szentmisék, majdnem egy esztendeig tartott templomunk kijavitasa.

A magyar alapitasu szerzetesrend, az Isteni Szeretet Leanyaihoz tartoz6, Passaicra
rendelt kedvesndvérek kivalo vezetése alatt fejlddott az iskolank. A tanuldk létszama tul-
haladta a 300-at. Sister Dorothy, Sister Aurelia, Sister Louise és sokan masok, akik hosz-
szu éveket toltottek kozottiink, soha nem mulé emléket hagytak egyhazkézségiink fiataljai
és oregjei kozott is.

A kedvesndvérek munkajat a SziilSi Testiilet egésziti ki. Rendezések, bazarok, divat
bemutatok, gyakran ismétlédo siitemény vasarok teszik lehetdvé, hogy az iskola a mai
szinten miitk6djon. Igy van ez az amerikai katolikus iskolarendszerben mindeniitt.

1954-ben uj kaplant kaptunk Ft. Rogers Hebert személyében, aki alatt ujra fellendiilt
a C.Y.O. katolikus ifjuségi munka. Ft. Hebert faradhatatlan szervezd volt; tobbek kézott
nagysikerd Talent Show-k mutatték energiajat. Tiz évi mikédése alatt sziviinkbe zartuk a
francia-amerikai eredetii papot, aki a végén még a templomlan is magyarul szolt hozzank.

Gaspar Janos plébanos tovabb szorgalmazta a ruhaakcidt, évente sok ezer font sulyu
ruhanemit gyiijtott 6ssze egyhdzunk s juttatott el a Katholikus Liga révén magyarorszagi
plébaniakra. Ugyancsak & kezdeményezte, hogy a Szent Név Tarsulat gyiiléseit magyarul
tartsék. A mostani tisztikar is gondosan vigyaz, hogy a kétnyelvd egyhaz szive egy marad-
jon. Kaleta Ferenc, Wachtler Istvan és néhai Kral Lajos az idosebb nemzedékbgl nagy o-
daadéssal munkalkodtak a magyar szellemd hitélet megergsitésén.

Az Oltaregylet és a Rézsafiizér Téarsulatba tdmériilt asszonyok gondoztak a SzentIst-
véan templom belsd berendezését, s ugyandk rendeztek évente tobbszor népszerii piknike-
ket és ételvasarokat a templomdiszités és a plébania javara. Néhai Gunther Jozsefné, Po-
lonkay Jézsefnés és Andrejko Teréz vezették az asszonyok segité kezét e munkaban,

Az 1956-0s év megint ldzba hozta az amerikai magyarsagot, igy egyhazkézségiink hi-
veit is. A magyar forradalom idején éjjelekbe nyulé targyalasokon tortiik a fejiinket, miben
segithetnénk. T6bb mint 120 magyar csalad, egyediilall keriilt Passaicra egyhazunk révén,

1963-ban sulyos gyész érte megnovekedett egyhdzunkat. Vératlanul elvesztettiik 30
éven at értiink €13 szeretett pasztorunkat, Gaspar Janost. Az iskolaépitd atyank u!:olsé,
szeptemberi tanévnyité szézata ma is filiinkbe cseng. Felejthetetleniil, amik?ra vasarnaei
hirad6ja magyar oldalédn aggédva int sziilst és gyermeket egyarant az iskolank szereteté-
ben elengedhefetlen szoros egyiittmikodésre. ‘A j6 Isten szent szerelmére, becsiiljétek
és szeressétek egymast ésiskolatokat...”’, volt hozzénk sz6l6 végrendelete.

A nyaj arva maradt, megijedt, de talan ekkor kapaszkodott leginkabb 6ssze a gyasz-
ban és aggddasban. kigyhdzunk vezetésének kérdése, bizonytalansag és a jovéért szoron-
gas toltotte el lelkiinket. De imdink meghallgatdsra talaltak és 1963 év nyaran Ft. Dr.
Dunay Antal személyében uj, kival6 magyar pasztort kapott egyhézunk. Vele megkezdddott
a korszeriivé szervezett és ujjaépitett egyhaz élete s jovénk alapkéletétele.,

Rovidesen kiderilt, hogy iskolank sziik és tobb tanteremre van s ziikség. Ujmegoldést
kellett keresniink, annal inkabb, mert annak egy részét képezd oreg épiiletet a hatésagok
lebontasra itélték. Uj plébanosunk megérkezése utan egy bizottsag alakult az iskola hely-
zetének tanulmanyozaséara. Az elhangzott javaslatok az iskola modern kibGvitésében lat-
tak az egyetlen megoldast. Ennek a célnak érdekében Epitési Alap mozgalmat inditottunk
el kardltve az egyhazmegyei Kpitd Alap mozgalommal, melyeknek feladata legkevesebb
120,000 dollar elGteremtése onkéntes megajanlasokbol. Természetesen, az uj iskolaszarny
megépitése és teljes berendezése és a jelenlegi iskolaépiilet kiils§ atalakitasa ennél 1é-
nyegesen tobbe, 398,000 dollarba keriilt.

Az uj iskolaszarny a meglévéhsz kapesolédik. Hat uj teremmel b8viil Szent Istvan is-
kolank. Az uj épiilet vilagos, egészséges, amelybe minden sziil§ 6rommel és biiszkeséggel
kiildheti gyermekét.

A WELL DESERVED ACKNOWLEDGEMENT...
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The enlargement of our school not only strained the financial capacity of our commu-
nity of faithful, but also created some technical problems of magnitude. Such a problem
was the dislocation of some of our classes during construction; a temporary halt of school-
work was also seriously discussed. This did not become necessary, for the Hungarian com-
munity found a ‘natural’ solution:

The Hungarian Reformed Church, and its pastor, Reverend Dr. Aladar Komjathy, invit-
ed our Sisters to conduct classes in the schoolrooms of Calvin Hall. The offer of a rent,
and that of any other compensation for cleaning and heating was declined, since the Hun-
garian Reformed Church community considered the temporarily dislocated school of the
Hungarian Catholics as its guest, and you just don’t ask for money from your guests...

One day, the mayor of Passaic, the Honorable Paul de Mouro paid a visit to Calvin
Hall, and much to his surprise he found catholic sisters there busily teaching their clas-
ses. When he learned what was going on from Reverend Komjathy, he expressed his ad-
miration and said: ““The Hungarians have again shown an example to our city.”

What has happened is indeed deeply touching. The two church communities with their
new leaders are continuing the example of our unforgettable pastors of the past, Father
John Gaspar and Reverend Victor Racz...
